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The following is the cleaning list for your final inspection.  You must make an appointment in advance for 
your inspection.  See the housing office to schedule your appointment and to sign your checkout form.  
You must have the apartment completely cleaned and have all your personal items removed upon your 
inspection and have taken care of all other required housing procedures.  It is the Christian responsibility 
of all residents at CFNI to be people of integrity and character.  We hope that you will consider this as you 
prepare your apartment for the person following you. 
 
Baseboards 

• All baseboards must be free of dust and scuff marks 
Doors 

• All doors must be cleaned inside and outside 
Air Conditioning Vents 

• Clean all air vents in the apartments 
Kitchen 

• Pull stove away from the wall and clean inside and outside 
• Clean oven racks 
• Clean burner drip pans 
• Clean under drip pans 
• Clean grease from hood, remove and wash hood filter 
• Clean chrome rings around burners 

Refrigerator  
• Pull away from wall and clean inside, outside, top and bottom 
• If your refrigerator requires defrosting, please do so 

Kitchen & Bathroom Cabinets 
• Clean inside, outside, and on top of all cabinets and drawers.  Remove all soiled or torn contact 

paper 
Bathroom 

• Clean floor and baseboards 
• Clean toilet completely, inside and outside 
• Clean bathtubs with cleanser and rinse thoroughly 
• Clean tub tile and walls 
• Remove all mold and mildew with bleach or mildew cleaner 
• Clean all sink and mirrors 
• Clean and shine all fixtures 

Light Fixtures 
• Clean overhead lights 
• Replace all burned out lights with 60 watt bulbs 

Walls 
• All walls must be scrubbed and cleaned throughout the apartment 

Windows 
• Cleaned as well as the window sills 

Closets 
• Clean all shelves, walls and baseboards 

 
Apartments with CFNI furniture will require extra cleaning.  DO NOT remove any furniture from the 
apartment that does not belong to you.  If you wish to donate any furniture, please clean it and turn in a 
work order to Maintenance to have them pick it up from your apartment after you leave. 
 
Dressers and Chests 

• Empty and wipe clean 
Furniture 

• All furniture must be dusted and cleaned 
• Vacuum under any cushions  

Beds 
• Wipe clean any stains 
• Clean under the beds
